Typically, for Alex, the highlights of his scouting career were always activities involving the outdoors.  He loved the camping trips and weeks at summer camp.  Some of his best and most vivid memories included spending time at Camp Resolute, in mid-summer, and white water rafting in Maine.


Outside of scouting, Alex has been greatly involved in the community through his employment.  He has held four different jobs in his life, all of which involve working with the public.  These jobs included working at Quizno’s, working at the Shell gas station, working at Camp Resolute as a counselor, and currently busing tables at Restaurant 45.  Primarily, what he has learned from these positions is that he is comfortable interacting and working with people of all ages.
